A weekend dripping with free-flowing fun and fellowship, Southern Wesleyan University will hold its “Splish Splash Homecoming” Sept. 26.

“We welcome everyone in the community to join us as Southern Wesleyan University celebrates its annual homecoming,” said Joy Bryant, director of alumni and constituent relations. “Bring the whole family and get ready to get wet. All the water rides are free and we hope that everyone feels welcome to come and join the alumni who are returning to visit our campus for homecoming.”

On Saturday, Sept. 26, Southern Wesleyan’s Central campus will host a variety of activities throughout the day, starting with a women’s cross country meet at 10 a.m. and men’s cross country meet at 10:45 a.m. A welcome tent will be located on Wesleyan Drive. The first 100 guests to check in at the tent and participate in a limbo contest will receive a SWU beach towel.

The homecoming chapel service will be held at 11:30 a.m. at Newton Hobson Chapel and Fine Arts Center and will feature Dave Tolan, speaking about SWU alumni who have served in the mission field. 

“We hope people will stop by Newton Hobson Chapel and take time to look at the many display tables we will have, which will feature items from missionaries from around the world,” Bryant said.
